2. Experimental

2.1. Template format and margins

This template is A4 format (width 210 mm x height 297 mm). Margins are: 20 mm for left margin, 20 mm for right margin, 20 mm for top margin, 20 mm for bottom side margin.
Use two-column format. The space between the two columns is 10 mm. On the last page of your paper, adjust the lenghts of the columns so that they are equal.
Do not leave one line space between a title of a (sub)chapter and a text of the (sub)chapter. Do not intend the first line of a paragraph. Do not leave one line space between the paragraphs that are part of the same (sub)chapter. In order to separate different (sub)chapters from each other, leave one line space between them.
We would like to ask you not to change the formatting of your paper – i.e. paragraphs settings, chapters formatting, font and so on.

3. Results and discussion

3.1. Main text

We request that you use uniquely „Times New Roman“ font size 12 with alignment to the column edges. Center the text only in the following cases: title of the paper, authors' names, authors' affiliations, e-mail address of the corresponding author.

The whole text of your work has to be single spaced. Titles of chapters have to be in bold and numbered (the font size is always 12). Titles of subchapters have to be in italic and numbered (the font size is always 12).
3.2. Tables and figures

Preferably use tables and figures to adjust column width. Smaller charts should be centered. Larger charts may span across both columns. Any chart that takes up more than 1 column width must be positioned either at the top or at the bottom of the page. The charts have to be inserted under the text leaving one line space between the charts and the main text. Captions of the charts should be numbered (i.e. Fig. 1., Fig. 2., Table 1., Table 2., and so on). 
Figure captions should be centered below the figures. Table captions should be justify above the tables. Use „Times New Roman“ font size 10 for captions of all your charts. Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text.
Figure axis labels are often a source of confusion. Use words rather than symbols. For example, write „Concentration“ not just „c“. Put units in parentheses. For example, „Concentration (mol.l-1)“. Do not lable axes only with units. Figure labels should be legible.
